Make sure your essay arrives by midnight on January 2, 2010.

7)
Focus on the topic of the essay. Develop a few important ideas and express them well. Be sure your essay has a point with a few main ideas that you wish to express. 

8)
Write well. Observe conventions of spelling, grammar, and punctuation. Use appropriate vocabulary and write simply.

9)
Do not cheat or plagiarize. Cite your sources using a standardized citation style: Turabian or MLA, for example. If you are quoting from another work, be sure to enclose the words in quotations marks and include a footnote or endnote. If you are paraphrasing someone else’s work, cite your source. Many people will be looking at your essay and someone will notice that you are using another author’s work. Personalize your essay. This is not intended to be a book report or research paper. While ideas and carefully constructed explanations contribute to a good essay, include your own thoughts, interpretations, feelings, and other ideas specific to you. (Although avoid information that is too personal and private and should not be shared with a public audience; especially if it might embarrass your family, teacher, or friends.
